These instructions are intended to assist members in the proper resizing and file naming
conventions in order to enter youtigitalimage in the monthly Springfield Photographic Society
Digtal Image CompetitionThe image projector the club uses requidkgital images to be a
certain dimensiorin pixels in order to display properly. You need to resize your images
correctly before submitting them for competition. Most venues will notegotg/our images
unless they meet the proper sizing requirements so learning how to sizeand you images
according to a specific set ofub rules is a necessary skill.

Our rules require that &orizontal (landscape) digital image should be no latigan 1024 pixels
horizontal by 768 pixels vertical. A vertical (portrait) digital imaget the reverse of this.
Instead, itshould beno larger than 768 pixels higithe heightand widthrequirement are
determinedby the projector for portraitandlandscape images

Maximum Image Width (horizontal) is 1024 pixels.
Maximum Image Height (vertical) is 768 pixels.
Resolution must be at set to 100 pixels

Images MUST be JPEG files.

To resize your images to meet the requirementdiofv the sepsbelow.

CAUTION!! It is recommend that you doRile >Save and save the file as theame you plan

on entering the image with. You should keep your original copy of the file intact because the
100 pixel/inch is a lower resolution file and you will not be able to print enlargements of the
image with the resized version.

3. Saving Your File Under a Different Name: Now you cardo aSaveAson the
newly resized file. he current file naming conventions have a letter in front of the file name to
indicate what type of image itis. These letters are:

G-General

N-Nature

A- Artistic or creatie

GCategory

B-B&W

The letter is followed by the first two words of the imagéstjithen your last name, firshitial

and month& Yearof entry.
